Installation of Poly-Flo® pipe may require
welding lengths of pipe together. Because the
pipe is co-extruded, the installer must consider
how to orient the supporting ribs so that no
sections become closed off during installation.

One method is simply to rotate the pipe so the
ribs do not line up, thus allowing detection in all
cavities.

If this method is not convenient or practical,
Asahi offers a mechanical solution to removing
the ribs at the end of the pipe.
